· Federal Advocacy: NAHCHA has a membership with the National Association for Home Care & Hospice (NAHC), which fights for your interests at the federal legislative level.  NAHC’s legislative staff molds legislation and is on top of late-breaking revisions affecting home care and hospice agencies.  NAHCHA is currently working with NAHC to respond to proposed Medicare home health co-pays, managed care, physical therapy regulations, the approval process for home health visits, and changes as a result of the Affordable Care Act. With health care reform in the national spotlight, it is increasingly important for NAHCHA members to have an effective advocacy voice in Washington, DC to address the potential consequences for home care providers. 


· State Advocacy: At the state level, NAHCHA looks out for your interests in the state legislature, lobbying and communicating with state senators on your behalf and keeping you apprised of issues, laws and regulations that impact your agency.  We offer grassroots training to members on how to be proactive in addressing legislative issues impacting homecare, and how to build effective relationships with lawmakers.  

· Regulatory Issues: NAHCHA works closely with its members to be proactive in addressing regulatory issues that impact Nebraska’s home health agencies.  NAHCHA’s Medicaid Task Group works to address and resolve common concerns impacting the home health industry, discusses changes in regulations and processes that affect home health care, and offers recommendations to the Department of Health and  Human Services (DHHS). 

· Continuing Education: NAHCHA is an approved provider of continuing nursing education by the Nebraska Nurses Association, an accredited approver by the American Nurses Credentialing Center's Commission on Accreditation.  When participating in NAHCHA educational events, members receive contact hours toward their nursing license renewals.  NAHCHA offers a winter conference focusing on legislative and regulatory issues; a summer conference with annual meeting and board elections; webinars and teleconferences on topics for home health administrators, nurses, aides, billers and therapists; and workshops on topics such as wound care, OASIS-C and coding.
